“Ultreya" is a Spanish word, derived from the original Latin,
meaning “Onward”! It was in common use by pilgrims to
greet and to encourage one another along the way.

This word is now used by the Cursillo community to signify
the meeting which is held after a Cursillo experience. This
meeting may be between Cursillistas from one or several
communities.

The Ultreya gathers together groups from a particular region
and provides continuity by contributing to the maintenance
of the Cursillo spirit and by revealing the reality of the living
Church.
